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1. Population Accountability (as recommended by GAC Recommendations)
0. Policy committees are considering the Act 186 outcomes their work contributes to and assessing strength of current Act 186 indicators in providing an understanding of the most important conditions statewide. 

                Role of executive branch (and partners): provide testimony on strength 	  		of indicators and/or suggest changes to committee and GAC.

1. Performance Accountability (as recommended by House Appropriations and Legislative Leadership)
1. Policy committees are considering the “programs within their jurisdiction” and program performance measures for each of those programs. 

Role of the executive branch: provide testimony on programs and performance measures as appropriate and can be accommodated.


Recommendations: 

1. Committees work with expert witnesses and GAC to strengthen indicators associated with outcomes of interest
1. Committees take testimony on the Programmatic Performance Measure Budget programs for which each department has reported, which can be used as a learning experience.
1. Committees work with expert witnesses in agencies/departments to identify priority programs to add to the report in coming years.
1. Committees continue to learn about RBA and meaningful legislative use from RBA experts (i.e., how to monitor indicators)
